March 16-22, 2008 is National Child & Adult Care Food Program Week.  The CACFP theme “Festive Foods and Tasty Treats Can Be Nutritious & Fun to Eat,” emphasizes the important role that the CACFP plays in promoting lifelong healthy eating and physical habits in children.  The primary goal of the CACFP is to serve nutritious meals to children attending child care homes and centers.  Secondary goals are: 1. The establishment of positive eating habits at the earliest stages of development.  2. Reduction of future health care and education costs due to lack of proper early development.  3. Training and support of local child care personnel.  





Children that are cared for by providers participating in the CACFP benefit by being fed nutritious USDA regulated meals that ensure their proper development.  These children gain from early nutrition education that helps them establish positive eating habits that will enrich the quality of their diet throughout their life.  Healthy eating can be a fun learning experience, as well.  





Parents of children in child care are assured that their child(ren) receives high quality meals.  With proper nutrition, the child is less likely to experience illness and fatigue and will develop at a normal physical and intellectual pace.  Good nutrition is the recipe for an all-around happier child. 





Providers receive financial reimbursement to provide high quality nutritious meals as well as nutrition education and support services from their CACFP sponsor or state agency that helps them maintain a healthy and nutritious atmosphere for children.  





In Wisconsin, there are currently 528 child care agencies, operating over 1,000 site locations, and 7 day care home sponsors, monitoring over 4,000 child care home providers, that are enrolled in the CACFP.  Approximately 58,900 total children and 545 adult participants are enrolled in care in the Wisconsin CACFP.  Thank you for the invaluable work done on behalf of Wisconsin children.

Festive Foods & Tasty Treats Can Be Nutritious & Fun to Eat











The U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) has clarified the crediting of corn for the purposes of the bread/grain component for Child Nutrition Programs. To be credited as a grain/bread component grain products must be enriched or whole-grain, or made from enriched or whole-grain meal and/or flour. Bran and germ are credited the same as enriched or whole-grain meal or flour. The clarification from the FDA on the standards of identity for “corn meal” and “corn flour” indicates that these products should no longer be considered as whole grains for the Child Nutrition Programs.  Therefore, to be credited toward meeting meal pattern requirements, corn must be labeled as: 1. “whole corn” (or other “whole” corn designations, such as whole grain corn, whole ground corn, whole cornmeal, whole corn flour, etc.), or 2. “enriched” corn (or other “enriched” corn designations, such as enriched yellow cornmeal, enriched corn flour, enriched corn grits, etc.). Quitting the Food Program?  Don’t forget your 1, 2, 3’s











Is your agency thinking about closing your center or terminating your participation in the Child and Adult Care Food Program?  If so don’t forget to follow these three easy steps to finalize your food program’s participation. 





Step #1: 	Contact your DPI Consultant as soon as your agency decides to quit the food program, close the center, or drop one of your sites.





Step #2:	File your last monthly claim for reimbursement.  This claim must be received in our office no later than 60 days from the last day of participation, in order to receive reimbursement. 





Step #3:	File the Nonprofit Food Service Financial Report for the time period that your agency participated during the year.  If you are an Independent Center (one site on the program) complete form PI-1463 as soon as you receive your last food program monthly reimbursement check.  The report should be completed for the time period that you participated during that program year.  If you are a Sponsor of Centers (two or more sites on the program) complete form PI-1463-A, for the quarter that pertains to the time period in which your agency is closing.  For example, if your agency is closing its doors on May 1, submit form PI-1463-A for the quarter April 1 – June 30, however, only complete the form with the information from the time period, April 1 – May 1.  





The most important thing to remember is to let DPI know of any changes that have occurred at your agency that may effect your participation in the CACFP.
