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1. Question: May schools serve 2% milk in their ala carte programs?
Answer: Yes, schools may serve 2% milk in their ala carte programs at this time.  Nutrition standards are expected to be published for ala carte foods as part of Healthy, Hunger-Free Kids Act, Section 208: Nutrition Standards for all Foods Sold in Schools. This may affect which types of milk may be served on the ala carte line.
Note: Care should be taken if serving milks other than 1% or Fat Free on the ala carte line so that these higher fat milks are not mistakenly served for the federally regulated school nutrition programs, i.e. National School Lunch Program, School Breakfast Program, AfterSchool Snacks or Special Milk Program, where they are now prohibited.
