The new licenses are:  

	902
	Instructional Library Media Specialist

	
	Initial level:  Eligible for an initial teaching license in an area other than school library media services and completion of an approved program for the initial library media specialist (equivalent to a major or minor).  Valid for up to 5 years.  This is non-renewable.

	
	Professional level with stipulations:  Eligible for a professional educator license in an area other than school library media services and completion of an approved program for the initial library media specialist. Valid for up to 5 years.  This is non-renewable.

	
	Professional level:  Has held an initial library media specialist license for at least 3 years and completion of a master’s degree or equivalent for professional educator in library media services within 5 years of obtaining the initial certification.  Must be renewed every 5 years.

	Instructional Library Media Supervisor

	
	Initial level: Holds or is eligible for the 902 professional library media specialist license, has 3 years school library media experience, and has completed an approved program for Instructional Library Media Supervisor, based on PI 34.03.  Valid for up to 5 years. This is non-renewable.

	
	Professional level: Has held an initial Instructional Library Media Supervisor license for at least 3 years and completion of a PDP.  Must be renewed every 5 years.

	Instructional Technology Coordinator

	
	Initial level: Eligible to hold any educator license, 3 years classroom or education experience and completion of a master’s degree or equivalent in an approved program for Instructional Technology Coordinator, based on PI 34.03.  Valid for up to 5 years. This is non-renewable.

	
	Professional level: Has held an initial Instructional Technology Coordinator license for at least 3 years and completion of a PDP.  Must be renewed every 5 years.


The four licenses from 1986 to June 30, 2004 were:

	Initial Instructional Library Media Specialist (based on 24 credits library media coursework plus 6 credits supervised practicum in a teacher preparation program)

	902
	(Regular) Instructional Library Media Specialist (based on a master's degree or equivalent coursework)

	903
	Instructional Technology Specialist (based on a master's degree or equivalent)

	91
	Instructional Library Media Supervisor (based on a master's degree, four additional graduate level courses, and experience as a library media specialist)

No initial licenses will be issued without the recommendation from a college or university that an approved program has been completed, unless an alternative program for initial educator license is submitted and approved.  
1. Persons who hold the 902, 903, or 91 licenses or the pre-1986 licenses (900, 904, 905), as of 7/1/2004, may continue to renew them by using the semester credit/equivalency clock hour option through 6/30/2008.  Though no longer issued, DPI clock hours earned prior to 6/30/2004 may be used for license renewal until 6/30/2008. They may be used by themselves (30 hours=1 cr.) or in combination with college credits.  After 7/1/2008, professional licenses may be renewed using 6 college credits or the PDP.  The 901 license, the initial 902 license and the 902 with stipulations license cannot be renewed.  The 903 license is no longer issued.
2. The 91 license is required for persons who, in addition to directing the district library media program, are responsible for supervising and evaluating professional staff.  It is an administrative license.  The Standard (h) requirement that school districts designate "a department-certificated person in the library/media field to provide direction and coordination for the district's library/media program" can presently be met by a person with an initial or professional 902 license.  This will not change.  

3. The Instructional Technology Coordinator license is new and is an administrative license which will be required of persons acting as a district instructional technology coordinator “who is responsible for the direction and administration of instructional computing and other instructional technology.”  The competencies for this are listed on the DPI web page at

New library media licenses (July 2004) are tiered:


Initial Educator (902 initial and 902 with stipulations)

Professional Educator

Master Educator

The new initial educator license is non-renewable. Within five years, the person with this license must convert this non-renewable license to the professional (902) license as part of his/her Professional Development Plan. This can be accomplished by obtaining a masters degree or equivalent in an approved program and accruing a minimum of 3 years teaching experience. (Note: Library media licenses are the only ones requiring this method.)  Then for certification renewal, new graduates after August 31, 2004 will need to prepare a personal Professional Development Plan (PDP). This plan would be reviewed by a team consisting of a peer, an administrator, and a higher education representative. This committee would determine whether the candidate had completed the Professional Development Plan, and would recommend the candidate for the renewable professional educator license. This plan could include college level coursework and other professional development activities.

The master educator license is NOT required. At this time the only method for obtaining the master educator license is by taking the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards exam, with a Wisconsin Master Educator Assessment Process in development. There is a National Board exam for library media specialists. The master (902) license must be renewed every 10 years.
New District Instructional Technology Coordinator license:

Initial Administrator
Professional Administrator
Master Administrator
This new license is appropriate for a person responsible for the direction and administration of a school district’s instructional computing and technology program. This is an administrative license and will follow the same requirements as other administrative licensing, including three years of teaching experience.
The master administrator license is NOT required.  At this time the process follows the guidelines established for the PI 34.19 Master Educator license.  The master (91) and (92) license must be renewed every 10 years. 

Definitions as used in this document 
The term "library media" refers to the broad range of printed, audiovisual, and electronic materials used in teaching and learning and implies a reference to the equipment related to their use. 
The terms "instructional media services" or "library media services" includes, but is not limited to, evaluation, selection, organization, production, and use of these materials and equipment throughout a school.
"Instructional technology" refers to the variety of non-print materials and equipment used in a school to facilitate teaching and learning, including computers and related equipment, audiovisual materials, and interactive telecommunication systems. Instructional technology includes the use of computers and other technologies as an integral part of the curriculum and instructional program for students. 

“Professional development plan” refers to a list of activities, timelines for achievement, and a plan for assessment that indicates professional growth that has as a goal the improvement of student learning.
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
