Important Data Reminders
 

ACCESS for ELLs® test materials should be checked for accuracy.  This information is very important since it is used for accountability for English Language Learners’ progress and attainment of English Proficiency - meeting Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAOs), Title III sanctions, as well as local programming.

 

The School Use Only Sections (Non-Scoring Codes, Accommodations, Bilingual/ESL Type, and State Support Delivery Model) need to be completed for each booklet.  Please refer to the code descriptions in the ACCESS for ELLs® District and School Test Administration Manual.
 

The Pre-Id Labels should be used unless the demographic data are wrong (Wisconsin Student Number, First Name, Last Name, Birth Date, Grade Level and IEP Status).  To correct the demographic data, discard the label, and bubble the booklet.  If you notice other errors, you may still use the Pre-Id Label, and make the corrections in the district’s local enrollment systems, as well as in the WSLS/ISES.  

 

Critical data to verify:

· One book or record per student

· Complete test – all four domains must be tested to produce Composite Score

· Current DPI School and District Code

· Valid language codes – www.dpi.wi.gov/ell/doc/langcodes.doc
· No blank fields, in Wisconsin ALL fields should be complete and accurate.

 

It is in the district’s best interest to check the pre-coded and hand-coded data, and make sure that all information is correct before returning the files and test materials to MetriTech.
