There has been some confusion regarding the last OEA email that we felt needed to be clarified.  

 

Districts who have students taking the WAA-SwD will need to order all materials through the online ordering system by September 16, 2011.  If information is not entered into the system, you will not receive WAA‑SwD materials this fall.  WAA-SwD test materials include the regular WAA-SwD test book (teacher and student), the WAA-SwD Braille version, and the WAA-SwD picture description accommodation.    

 

DPI is now handling the printing and shipping of the WAA-SwD test materials as a cost savings to the state which is why you are noticing a change in process from prior years.  We are hoping for a more accurate initial shipment of WAA-SwD materials to the districts.  If you need additional WAA-SwD materials after this initial shipment, you can order more materials by contacting Kristen Burton at (608) 267-3164 and we will get them to you as soon as possible.
