WIDA Website Logins
Your district’s WIDA login may be used to enter the WIDA website for two reasons:

1. To view or download the W-APT screening test materials.

2. To use the Account Creator to create new personal accounts for the ACCESS for ELLs online training course.

Your district login is shared throughout the district. It is assigned by the Wisconsin DPI, set up by WIDA, and distributed to District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) by the Office of Educational Accountability.
The ACCESS for ELLs test administrator training course can be accessed via the personal ACCESS for ELLs training course account (created by using the Account Creator mentioned above). It is important that each test administrator use a personal account with his/her name in the username. This way, personal quiz grades that are stored in the WIDA website are available to DACs and to the DPI which allows the state to know who is trained to administer ACCESS for ELLs. Anyone who receives ACCESS training by any means other than by using his/her personal WIDA website login may not be recognized by the state as a trained test administrator--the online quizzes are mandatory in addition to any other training test administrators may receive.


WIDA will not provide the district login to anyone who requests it from the WIDA Help Desk because DACs are charged with ensuring that anyone who accesses this semi-secure assessment has the appropriate credentials to do so. If you do not know your district's W-APT/Account Creator login, you may request it from Phil Olsen at (608) 266-8779 or philip.olsen@dpi.wi.gov.

It is your responsibility as the DAC to maintain this login and share it (as appropriate) with anyone in the district who needs to use it to access the W-APT or create a new ACCESS for ELLs training account.
