WSAS Record Editing System (RES)
The WSAS RES provides districts with a final opportunity to correct student demographic data errors prior to the production of score reports and the calculation of accountability measures such as Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP). 
When reviewing and editing data in RES there are several key questions the DAC should ask and answer so that reports and AYP determinations are as complete and accurate as possible. 

Question 1: Was every student who is missing an assessment score truly enrolled in the school/district at the time of testing? Did these students truly not attempt the test? Note that they will count as “not tested” on reports and for the 95%participation goal of AYP.
Question 2: Do all students have the correct designation for race, English proficiency, disability, and economic status? These categories are used to calculate sub-group participation and proficiency, and they are used for disaggregated reporting such as on WINSS. 

Question 3: Are all continuing students designated as Full Academic Year (FAY) students, and all new students not FAY? FAY designations are used in the calculation of academic progress in Reading and Mathematics for AYP, and for disaggregated public reporting.
Question 4: Is the lowest grade in the school accurate? This can be checked though the DPI website, and can effect FAY status (and AYP and public reporting such as WINSS) if it is inaccurate.

Districts will have a 10 business day window to check and edit student data. Note that the on-line RES can detect errors in logic and invalid coding; it cannot detect when the wrong valid code is used for a given student. Please check all records carefully. Data that are finalized at the end of the RES window will be used to produce reports and calculate AYP.
