Wisconsin Act 221 Edit Reconciliation
Wisconsin Act 221 identifies the maximum amount salary/benefits an entity is allowed to claim for state special education categorical aid for social worker, guidance counselor, nurse, and psychologist positions.
The information entered into the Wisconsin Act 221 Addendum is used to calculate the maximum amount that should be accounted for in fund 27, project code 011.  In order to assist districts in determining this amount, a spreadsheet was created that would calculate the amount.  This worksheet is located at the following link.  http://www.dpi.wi.gov/sfs/xls/WisconsinAct221_Addendum.xls  
Districts enter data in a maximum of three boxes for each type of position.  Districts are asked to input the salary and benefit expenses for only those individuals in positions that require appropriate social worker, guidance counselor, nurse (RN), and psychologist licenses.
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The total amount of these three boxes should be the total salary and benefits for all the positions that require these licenses regardless of fund.  This box does not include just the fund 27 share, nor should it include the salary/benefit expense for positions that do not require licensure such as administrative assistants or health aides that don’t require an RN’s license.

Funded with non-grant (local) dollars:  The amount entered in this box should total the salary and benefits funded with local dollars.  Again, this does not mean just fund 27.  It is any portion of the individual’s salary/benefits that are funded with local dollars in any fund.
Funded with grant dollars:  The amount entered in this box should total the salary and benefits funded with grant dollars.  Again, this does not mean just fund 27.  It is any portion of the individual’s salary/benefits that are funded with grant dollars in any fund.  State special education categorical aid is not considered a grant.  
Listed on the “no valid license list”:  The amount entered in this box should total the salary and benefits for the individual(s) if identified on the auditor no valid license list. Dollar amounts for individuals that don’t require a license such as administrative assistance would not be included on this line or any other line in the addendum.

The total amount of these three boxes should be the total salary and benefits for all the positions that require these licenses regardless of fund. 
Four edits are used to verify the accuracy of this worksheet and ultimately the amount of expense coded to fund 27, project code 011 for the social worker, guidance counselor, nurse, and psychologist positions.

Edit #1:  The amount entered in the Wisconsin Act 221 is greater than what was entered in the SAFR annual report.

1. If the Wisconsin Act 221 addendum is supposed to equal the total salary and benefits for these positions, then that amount should not exceed what has been entered in that function in SAFR.  For example, if $100,000 of salary and benefit expenses is recorded in function 213000 for all funds in the SAFR annual report, then the Wisconsin Act 221 Addendum should not exceed $100,000.  The addendum may be less (as a result of positions such administrative assistants, but it should not exceed that amount.)
Edit #2:  The amount entered in the Wisconsin Act 221 addendum for grant funded salary and benefits should be at least as much as entered in fund 27, project code 340, 315, 317, 515, 517, 810, and 599 for that function.

1. If the Wisconsin Act 221 addendum is supposed to equal the total salary and benefits funded by grant monies for these positions, then at a minimum, the addendum should equal the amount listed in the projects above.  Those project numbers by definition mean the expense has been funded by grant money.    So if a district has salary benefit expense in fund 27, function 213000, project code 340 in the amount of $10,000, then at least that amount should be in the addendum in the grant funded box.  The exception would be if the amount funded by grant money is for a non-licensed position such as an administrative assistant.  If that is the case, then email Michele Tessner at michele.tessner@dpi.wi.gov with that information.
Edit #3:  The amount entered in the Wisconsin Act 221 addendum for salary and benefits identified on the “auditor no valid license list” should be equal to the amount entered on the spreadsheet submitted by the auditor.  This box should not reflect the amount for an individual that does not require a license such as an administrative assistant.  Please contact Michele Tessner at michele.tessner@dpi.wi.gov if you believe the amount in this box is correct even though the salary/benefits do not show up or are different on the “no valid license” spreadsheet submitted by the auditor.
Edit 4:  The amount entered in fund 27, project code 011 in the appropriate function cannot exceed the maximum amount.  To determine the maximum amount to record in project code 011, please complete the worksheet at the following link.  http://www.dpi.wi.gov/sfs/xls/WisconsinAct221_Addendum.xls
If the district did in fact charge too much to fund 27, project code 011, the district has two choices.  The district should reallocate the expense to project code 019 or reallocate the expense to fund 10.

If the district needs to amend the data submitted in the special education annual report, the district should enter the online report via the “School Finance Reporting Portal,” amend the data, and resubmit the report.
If the district needs to amend the data submitted in the SAFR annual report, the district should enter the online report via the “School Finance Reporting Portal,” amend the data, and resubmit the report.

		*  School Nurses:  29 percent.

		*  School Social Workers;  59 percent.

		*  School Psychologists;  84 percent.

		*  School Counselors;  10 percent.

		As a result of this new law, districts are not required to provide supporting documentation of time worked on special education activities for the percentage of time included in the state special education categorical aid calculation.
