OVERVIEW § REPORT CARD SYSTEM

The report cards summarize student performance and student engagement for each school
and district and assign an accountability rating and score. The report cards aim to reflect a
balanced view of performance by incorporatingmultiple student outcome measures. These
measures are combinedo produce the scores and ratings.

The report card includes four priority areasH Achievement, Growth, Target Group Outcomes
and On-Track to GraduatioR each of which is scored on a 0 to 100 scale. These scores are
combined using a weighting scheme that produces a weighted average Overall Score.

The resulting final overall score rating, and stars are featured on the front page of the report
card.

Thereport cards contain data for each of thepriority areas, shown here on the front page, as
well as multiple pages of supplemental information.

Data used in thescoringinclude assessment results, attendanceand high school completion

data. Data included assupplemental information include enrollment and test participation . In
addition, for public school students in grades 912, course completion and career education

program data are alsoincluded.

Supplemental datareporting also includesbreakdowns by student group and across years.
These data are presented in theeport cards to highlight trends and can be used to deepen
analysis of group, school, and district performance. Supplemental data are not scored; they ar
presented for informati on and to help provide meaningful context to readers.

WEIGHTING REPORT CARD TOOL

The weighting calculator shown here allows users to adjust the percent
ECD and to select the priority areas and components available for a
school or district to reveal the specific weights used in thaeport cards.

Like the overall score, each of the four priority areas uses
a 0-to 100-point scale. This provides a consistent and
simple way to examine and compare priority area scores.
Scores from the four individual priority areas are
combined using a weighted averag that takes into
account data availability and percentage of economically
disadvantaged students in a school or district.

1. Look at Forward, Aspire, and ACT assessment results from the
prior year . For exampe, 2021-22 assessment results will be
used to determine which students to include in 202223 target
groups. The students in 2020-21 target group were determined
by performance on theprior assessment year of 201819, as
assessments werecancelled in the gring of 2019-20.

2. Convert ELA and mathematics scaled scores on state
assessments to standardized scores that can be compared
across grades (zscores).

3. Percentile rank z-scores to identify students in the bottom
quartile (25%) for assignment to the targe group. If the bottom
quartile contains fewer than 20 students, keep adding students
to the target group until the minimum cell size of 20 is met, up
until 50% of students.

4. Some students have test results without scaled scores from the
prior year. Thesestudents may still be included in the target
group:

a. Add students who scored less than proficient on the
DLM. The DLM does not provide scale scores, so these
students cannot be included in the percentile rankings.

b. Add students who only completed 2 out of3
components of the ELA content areaand scored less
than proficient on the ACT with writing or ACT Aspire
assessments, as these students also do not have scalet
scores to be included in the rankings.

Chronic absenteeism: Students that are enrolled for at least 90 days during the
school year are included in this calculation.Enrollment need not be continuous
to meet the 90-day threshold. A student is considered chronically absent if they
missed more than 10% of possible tlendance days. The chronic absenteeism
rate is the number of students who are chronically absent divided by the total
number of students who have been enrolled at least 90 dayS-he dchronic
absenteeismscoreon the report card is 1 minus the chronic abseteeism rate
andis a multi-year average.

Graduation or attendance : For schools and districts that graduate students, a
graduation rate component is used Otherwise, an attendance ratecomponent
is used. Graduation rates and attendance rates are highly correlated with one
another and have virtually identical distributions. The graduationcomponent is
the weighted average of the fouryear and sevenyear cohort graduation rates.
The attendancecomponent is the days of student attendance divided by the
total possible days of attendance Both graduation and attendancecomponents
are based on a single year of data

Other On-Track Measures. A school and district may have third grade ELA
achievement, eighth grade mathematics achievement, oboth. Third grade ELA
achievement and eighth grade mathematics achievement are measured in the
same way as in the Student Achievement Priority Area.

The On-Track Priority Area accounts for 25% of the overall score ithird grade
ELA or eighth grade mathematics (or both) are present. Otherwise, this priority
area is worth 20% of the overall score.

Private School Choice Programs

The Private School Choice Programs include the Milwaukee Parental Choice Program (MPCP), the
Racine Parental Choice Program (RPCP) and the Wisconsin Parental Choice Program or statewide
program (WPCP). Schools participating in the program receive a state aid payment for each
eligible student on behalf of the student’s parent or guardian.

Determination of which program a student is eligible for is based on where in Wisconsin a student
resides.

« If a student resides in the City of Milwaukee, they are eligible to apply to the MPCP.
« If a student resides in the Racine Unified School District, they are eligible to apply to the RPCP.
« If a student resides outside of the City of Milwaukee and the Racine Unified school district, they

are eligible to apply to the WPCP.

Student eligibility, which is established by state law, varies for each program. Student eligibility is
a combination of student residence, income and prior year attendance. There is also an age
requirement that must be met for grades K4, K5, and 1.
