2022-23 Assessment Data Public Release

Deputy State Superintendent John Johnson sent an email to Choice Administrators on Monday,
October 2, announcing the public release of spring 2022-23 statewide assessment results for the
Forward Exam, ACT, and PreACT Secure on October 10. A press release will be available on the
DPI News Releases webpage and performance data from these assessments will be available in
the Choice Program Results Webpage on that day.

2022-23 Preliminary Secure Report Cards - Now Available in SAFE

Deputy State Superintendent John Johnson sent an email to Choice Administrators Tuesday,
October 3, announcing that secure preliminary versions of the 2022-23 School and District
Report Cards are available in SAFE, the Secure Access File Exchange. As a preliminary and secure
report, they contain potentially identifiable student information, and have not been redacted. As
such, and because the report cards are preliminary and subject to change, the secure reports and
any information on the preliminary report cards may not be shared with your local media,
parents, or members of the community.

To ensure reporting is as accurate as possible, the secure release opens the report card inquiry
period, which will take place between October 3-16. This inquiry period is an opportunity for
schools and districts to review report card data and work with OEA to address possible data
submission errors prior to the final release of report cards. The ‘Secure Release Checklist’ found
on the_report card resources page provides step-by-step guidance on how to review report card
data. The last day to OPEN a data inquiry is October 16.

The public release of final school and district report cards is scheduled for November 14. These
report cards will include redaction to protect student privacy. At that time the public school and
district report cards results will be widely available.

As a reminder, we have posted report card resources to guide your review of the preliminary
report cards and assist with local report card interpretation and messaging. If you have questions
about report cards, please contact OEA.
