43.07 Council on library and network development. The state superintendent and the division shall seek the advice of and consult with the

council on library and network development in performing their duties in regard to library service. The state superintendent or the administrator

of the division shall attend every meeting of the council. The council may initiate consultations with the department and the division. The council

shall:

(1) Make recommendations to the division in regard to the development of standards for the certification of public librarians and
standards for public library systems under s. 43.09.
(2) Advise the state superintendent in regard to the general policies and activities of the state's program for library development,
interlibrary cooperation and network development.
(3) Advise the state superintendent in regard to the general policies and activities of the state's program for the development of school
library media programs and facilities and the coordination of these programs with other library services.

(4) Hold a biennial meeting for the purpose of discussing the report submitted by the state superintendent under s. 43.03 (3) (d). Notice of
the meeting shall be sent to public libraries, public library systems, school libraries and other types of libraries and related agencies. After
the meeting, the council shall make recommendations to the state superintendent regarding the report and any other matter the council
deems appropriate.

(6) Review that portion of the budget of the department relating to library service. Recommendations of the council in regard to the
budget shall accompany the department's budget request to the governor.

(7) Receive complaints, suggestions and inquiries regarding the programs and policies of the department relating to library and network
development, inquire into such complaints, suggestions and inquiries, and advise the state superintendent and the division on any action to
be taken.

1. Callto Order (9:38am) - Jaime Healy-Plotkin, COLAND Chair

Waunakee Public Library director, Erick Plumb, welcomed COLAND members and DPI
staff to the library.

Out of respect for available time, Chair Jaime Healy-Plotkin invited Dr. Barbara Van Haren,
Interim Division Administrator, to introduce herself to COLAND. Dr. Van Haren shared
some of her personal history and professional background in relation to libraries. She
discussed the role she is currently filling as “Interim” and noted that DPI is seeking quality
candidates to fill that role permanently. After presenting a brief overview of the State's /
DPI budgeting proposal process for the upcoming biennium, Dr. Van Haren thanked
Officers for service and COLAND in full for their service toward libraries in Wisconsin.

Dennis Myers asked about the timeline for hiring a permanent administrator for the
division. Dr. Van Haren indicated that the position would hopefully be filled by fall but that
DPI will not be rushing, and is intent on finding a quality candidate.

Dennis Myers asked if there will be any funding proposed for Broadband support. Dr. Van
Haren indicated that broadband is definitely a priority, but she was not certain what part it
may play in the DPI budget proposal development.

Terrance Berres referenced the Library Development Committee Evaluation as Standing
Committee report noting that committee members were enthusiastic about the idea of the
committee early on, but the bottom-up nature of these committees did not seem confluent
to the overall nature of COLAND and participants at this time.

Network Development Committee:
Reporting: Joshua Klingbeil

Joshua Klingbeil read through theNetwork Development Committee report, indicating
that Ellen Kupfer would accept the role and responsibilities of Chair - for a one year period
- if the committee is to continue beyond the July 2022 meeting.

Library Cooperation Committee:
Reporting: Jennifer Stoltz

Jennifer Stoltz noted that she will no longer be on COLAND and unable to chair the
committee. She reinforced the sentiment that top-down assignments (to committees from
the full council) may prove more constructive and productive in the future.

Dissolution of COLAND Committees - Jaime Healy-Plotkin

Call for motion to dissolve the [non-standing] COLAND Committees
Motion: Terrence Berres Second: Martha Van Pelt
Discussion:

Ben Miller affirms to COLAND that DPI staff members remain available as resources and
will still continue to act within the contexts of DPI’s institutional efforts and DPI staff
members’ specific efforts.

Ellen Kupfer noted she would still like COLAND to consider having some voice for more
information curation and sharing regarding Broadband availability and accessibility. Chair
Jaime Healy-Plotkin indicated that Broadband could become a standing item on agenda
and acknowledged that new leadership in the COLAND Executive Committee will have the
opportunity to shape COLAND's discussion and efforts around Broadband.

Dennis Myers noted the interests in Broadband efforts he’s pursued and regular
communications with Ben Miller (DPI). Ben Miller indicated that the DPI Report may be a
reasonable place to discuss more about Broadband from the perspectives and collective
awareness of DPI faculty.

Motion carried.

Chair Jaime Healy-Plotkin thanked committee chairs, members, and DPI facilitators who
participated in this particular committee experiment for their time and efforts.





6. DPI, ARPA, PLSR, and School Libraries Updates - DPI Staff

Federal Grants Support:

Ben Miller reviewed the written report, focusing on federal awards program status (IMLS:
ARPA/LSTA). He noted that the 2020 SPR (State Program Report) was submitted and
accepted by IMLS without notes or requests for revision. The CARES Act process is also
completed.

Broadband:

Ben Miller noted that in working with Dennis Myers to learn more about what public
libraries are using for Broadband services, there were some disconnects between
established/known information about TEACH (Technology for Educational Achievement)
membership and reported use of TEACH. The indication is that there may be a need for
increasing awareness of resources available and in use and for DPI to learn with more
detail and certainty the state of Broadband services used by public libraries.

BadgerLink:

DPIis working to understand resources available through BadgerLink vs resources
libraries and library systems are directly sourcing aside from BadgerLink to see if there are
other resources BadgerLink should be focused on including. A report is expected to be
published early fall 2022. The end of the current BadgerLink contract period is upin 2023.

Amy Beth Bahena-Ettner asked how data is being gathered from individual
schools/libraries who may directly source various resources without involvement from
districts/CESAs/library systems?

Monica Treptow indicated that there was a significant amount of communication with the
districts, and though DPI did not receive feedback from 100% of them, it was a “very high”
percentage.

School Libraries:

Monica Treptow referenced the School Libraries section of the report, highlighting efforts
supporting awareness building and information sharing regarding book challenges. An
in-person full day workshop on Intellectual Freedom and diversity/inclusivity was held for
school media specialists on June 14, 2022 in Marshfield, WI. There were close to 100
registrants with about 70 actual attendees participating.

She also noted the School Library Work Group met in May, focusing on creating tools to
help school districts create successful library plans.

Terrence Berres asked if there is a process for validating self-reported data from libraries
on annual reports? Ben Miller responded yes, but also noted that a question like this acts

as “canary in coal mine” for validity of data around the point that might diverge from known
data.

Nick Dimassis asked if there will be an effort to repackage the school library focused
intellectual freedom workshop to focus on public libraries? Monica Treptow responded
yes, there is intent and effort to lead discussions and guidance efforts for the public library
side. Ben Miller noted that there is a bit of structural change in the related consultancy
roles and he hopes to be able to introduce new staff members soon at a future COLAND
meeting.

Nick Dimassis mentioned that the Library Development and Legislation Committee
(LD&L) expects there may be some attempts to introduce legislation affecting intellectual
freedom and it will be important for there to be clear and consistent messaging and clarity
of issues in communications with the various appropriate representative associations.

Ben Miller noted that the PLSR final report is expected to be published in fall of 2022.

Joshua Klingbeil asked if the LSTA grant cycle process from the Public Library Systems
perspective seems on track for the 2022-2023 cycle. Ben Miller responded yes, as much as
it has ever been. DPIis about one month behind at this point due to administration
changes, but otherwise in a good place.
