Option 2: Full Day Training (Rice Lake, Madison): These full day group
trainings will provide a comprehensive review of the SFSP administrative
and operational requirements. Topics covered will include site eligibility,
meal service requirements, production planning, procurement, site
training and monitoring, civil rights requirements, meal counting, claiming,
and financial management. This training is for new sponsors, returning
sponsors with new administrative staff and any other sponsor personnel
that that would like a complete refresher.
