ELIGIBILITY & GENERAL INFORMATION
1. Participation is open to any nationally affiliated

member through grade 8 prior to regional and state
competition.

2. Spectators are not allowed to view this event.
3. Participant’s grade is determined by grade

placement during the current school year.
4. All STAR Event projects must be developed and

completed during a one-year span, beginning July
1st and ending prior to the State Leadership
Conference.

5. Visuals, props, audio/or visual equipment are not
allowed.

6. File folders will be returned to the participant after
the evaluation is complete.

PROCEDURES & TIME REQUIREMENTS
1. Each participant will submit the file folder to the

event room consultant at the designated

participation time.

2. Room consultants and evaluators will have up to 5

minutes to review the materials while the

participant is preparing to set-up.

3. The oral presentation may be up to 5 minutes in

length. A one-minute warning will be given at 4

minutes. The participant will be stopped at 5

minutes.

The memorized, oral presentation of the FCCLA Creed may be up to 5 minutes in length and is delivered to evaluators. The
presentation may not be pre-recorded. Audio and/or videotape recordings are not permitted. Notes, props or any other
additional aids are not permitted.

Presentation Concisely, accurately and thoroughly recite the FCCLA Creed from memory.

Voice Speak clearly with appropriate pitch, tempo and volume.

Body Language Use appropriate body language, including gestures, posture, mannerisms, and eye contact.
