BY THE STATE SUPERINTENDENT OF PUBLIC INSTRUCTION 
Week of the Young Child  

April 1-7, 2023 

 
WHEREAS:  the National Association for the Education of Young 

Children has designated April 1-7, 2023, Week of the
