Interim Alternative Educational Setting (IAES)

Note:  This section refers only to pupils with disabilities.
Definitions:

Interim alternative educational setting (IAES).  An appropriate setting determined by the pupil’s IEP team in which the child is placed for no more than 45 days.  This setting enables the child to continue to progress in the general curriculum; to continue to receive the services and modifications, including those described in the pupil’s current IEP; and to meet the goals set out in the IEP.  Setting includes services and modifications to address the problem behavior and to prevent the behavior from recurring.

Unilateral Removal:  Instances in which school personnel (not the IEP team) order the removal of children with disabilities from their current educational placement to an appropriate interim alternative educational setting for not more than 45 days for drug and/or weapon offenses.  The IEP team is responsible for determining the interim alternative educational setting.  Unilateral removals do NOT include decisions by the IEP team to change a student’s placement.
Drug Offenses.  According to the Office of Special Education Programs, drug offenses are the use, possession, sale, or solicitation of drugs as identified in 21 U.S.C. § 812; this does not include alcohol or tobacco.

Dangerous Weapon.  According to the Office of Special Education Programs, a dangerous weapon is a weapon, device, instrument, material, or substance, animate or inanimate, that is used for, or is readily capable of causing death or serious bodily injury except that such a term does not include a pocket knife with a blade of less than 2 ½ inches in length. (18 U.S.C. § 930)

Removal by an IDEA Hearing Officer.  Instances in which an impartial IDEA hearing officer orders the removal of children with disabilities from their current educational placement to an appropriate interim alternative educational setting for not more than 45 days based on the hearing officer's determination that the public agency has demonstrated by substantial evidence that maintaining the child's current placement is substantially likely to result in injury to the child and youth, or others.

Grade Level Placement.  Report the grade level of pupils subject to placement in an IAES.

Pupil ID.  Report ethnic/gender categories of pupils subject to placement in an IAES for the grade level reported.

Disability Code.  Report the primary disability code for the Grade/Pupil ID reported.  Since this section refers only to pupils with disabilities, districts must report a valid disability code for each record entered.

Number of Pupils Unilaterally Removed to an Interim Alternative Educational Setting by School Personnel.  Record the number of pupils ages 3-21 unilaterally removed to an IAES by school personnel for drug and weapon offenses during the school year for the reported grade, ethnic/gender and disability category.  This is an unduplicated count; count each pupil only once regardless of the number of times removed to an IAES.

Number of Removals, Drug Related.  Record the total number of times pupils ages 3-21 were unilaterally removed to an IAES by school personnel for drug-related offenses for the reported grade, ethnic/gender and disability category.  A pupil may be counted more than once in this column.

Number of Removals, Weapon Related.  Record the total number of times pupils ages 3-21 were unilaterally removed to an IAES by school personnel for weapon-related acts for the reported grade, ethnic/gender and disability category.  A pupil may be counted more than once in this column.


Note:  The number of removals, drug related plus the number of removals, weapon related must be equal to or greater than the number of pupils unilaterally removed to an IAES by school personnel.

Number of Pupils Removed to an IAES Based on an IDEA Hearing Officer Determination Regarding Likely Injury.  Record the number of pupils ages 3-21 removed to an IAES by an IDEA hearing officer for the grade, ethnic/gender, and disability category.  This is an unduplicated count; count each pupil only once regardless of the number of times removed by a hearing officer.

Number of Removals.  Record the total number of times pupils ages 3-21 were removed to an IAES by an IDEA hearing officer determination for the reported grade, ethnic/gender, and disability category.


Note:  The number of removals must be equal to or greater than the number of pupils removed to an IAES based on a hearing officer determination regarding likely injury.
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
