2005-06 Participating MPCP Schools and Interested Persons

Student participation in the Milwaukee Parental Choice Program (MPCP) is statutorily limited to 15% of Milwaukee Public Schools’ membership or 14,751 full-time equivalent students in the 2005-06 school year.  Under emergency rules, the department is required to determine the number of seats available for the remainder of the school year and prorate any remaining seats.  The department is required to notify participating schools by October 25 of the number of students each eligible private school may enroll in the MPCP for the remainder of the school year.
Based on the 3rd Friday in September 2005 pupil count reports filed by participating MPCP schools under s. PI 35.04(6)(a) Wis. Admin. Code Chapter, the department has determined the maximum number of students eligible to participate in the program has been reached and there are no available seats to prorate.  Therefore, private schools are prohibited from accepting MPCP student applications and enrolling MPCP students for the remainder of the 2005-06 school year.
